THE CURSE OF THE LAW WHICH JESUS HAS REDEEMED US FROM IS FOUND IN 
 DEUT.  28:15 - 57 

A. The curses listed in these scriptures, do not deal with heaven or hell….nor eternity 
1. They each deal with life here on earth 
a. This reveals to us that Jesus not only died for our sins to give us eternal life: Rom 6:23 
b. But Jesus also shed His precious Blood on Calvary’s cross break the “curse of the law” off 

of our life and to release the Blessings of Abraham upon the Gentiles who call upon the 
Name of The Lord  Gal 3:13 & Col 2:14

1. vs 15 – 20 fifteen curses upon children and material property 
2. vs 12 – 29 six curses of sickness and poverty 
3. vs 30 – 44 twenty six new and old curses of defeat, captivity, sickness,  
4.                   persecution and insanity 
5. vs 45 – 47 eight reasons why curses are restored / released 
6. vs 48 – 57 twenty one curses of slavery, death, cannibalism, and extreme             
                        poverty   
 
TWENTY ONE BLESSINGS OF OBEDIENCE: Deut 28:1 – 14 
1. vs 1-2  God will set you high above all the other nations of the earth and all    
                 these blessing will come upon you and overtake you: 

           2. vs 3    blessed in the city 
           3. vs 3    blessed in the field  
           4. vs 4    you will have blessed offspring  

5. vs 4    crops will be blessed  
6. vs 4    cattle will increase 
7. vs 4    flocks will increase 
8. vs 5 & 8   your baskets and store houses will be full of goods 
9. vs 6 & 8   you will be blessed in all you undertake 
10. vs 7    you will have complete victory over all of your enemies 
11. vs 11  your land will be abundantly fertile and productive 
12. vs 9    you will be established as a holy people to God 
13. vs 10  you will be a witness and an example to all people on earth 
14. vs 10  all nations will be afraid of you 
15. vs 11  you will be prosperous in goods, in children, in stock, and in crops 
16. vs 12  The Lord will open to you all His good treasure 
17. vs 12  The heavens will give you rain in due season in all your land 
18. vs 12  The Lord will bless all the work of your hands 
19. vs 12  You will be prosperous enough to lend to many nations, and you will  
                 not need to borrow from them        
20. vs 13  The Lord shall make you the head, and not the tail 
21. vs 13  You shall be above all men and never beneath them
