
LEVELS & OPERATION OF FAITH 
1. In order for our vision / dream to come to pass God must see our faith:  

A. Lk 5:18-20 vs 20 “He (Jesus) saw faith their” 
 
                  II. THREE LEVELS O FAITH: 
                    A. Great Faith: Matt 8:8 – 10     vs 10 great faith 
                       1. Great Faith is exercised when we are willing to believe God’s word 
                         a. vs 8 “But only speak a word, and my servant shall be healed” 
                    B. Little Faith: Matt 8:23-26      vs 26 “Why are you fearful, O you of little faith” 
                      1. Little faith always falls into fear when we encounter the storms of life 
                    C. No Faith:  Mk 4:37 – 40         vs 40 “How is it that ye have no faith” 
                      1. No Faith believes the devils lie that God does not care for us, or does not love us 
 
                III. We must learn to “WALK BY FAITH” in order for our dreams to come to pass: 1 Cor 5:7 
 
                IV. Abraham is an example of how to “Walk By Faith”  Heb 11: 8-13 

A. vs 8 Abraham was “called to go out”:…we are not called to stay / stop where we are 
B. vs 8 Abraham Obeyed & took steps of faith : “ obeyed and went out” 
C. vs 8 Abraham did not walk by sight: “not knowing whither he went” 
D. vs 10 Abraham knew what he was looking for: “he looked for a city which hath 
              hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God 

1. City: type & shadow of our dreams / vision / inheritance 
2. Abraham wanted to partake of what God was building 
 

                 V.  FAITH IN OPERATION: Heb. 11:13   
                   A.  seen the promises of God through the eye of faith: “seen them afar off” 
                      1. They had “vision” 
                        a. Prov 29:18  Where there is no vision, the people perish:  

 B.  was persuaded of the promises of God: “Persuaded of them ( promise)” 
   1. Rom 12: 2 minds were renewed 

       C.  embraced the promises of God before they manifested: “embraced them”  
    1. Def Embraced: welcomed  
      a. what are you welcoming into your life? 
        (1) the vision & promises of God / or lies of the devil 
  D. “confessed”  
    1. as we walk the walk of faith we must confess the promises of God’s word 
      a. Prov 18:21 21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, And those who love it will eat its     
          fruit.
